Fog Humidification 
Why Choose Fog? 
One of the major issues all hospitals face is keeping patients, visitors and staff from catching new diseases. Maintaining the 
proper level of indoor humidity is a crucial part of this. As the U.S. Center for Disease Control and Prevention has noted, “Low 
humidity may be associated with an increased susceptibility to upper respiratory infections.” If the humidification system is set 
too high, it leads to mold growth in the air ducts, with the spores entering the air stream. For hospitals it is critical to maintain 
humidity within the 30-50% range recommended by the CDC.  

Clean Water: 
Steam systems typically utilize harmful   
water treatment chemicals that are then 
introduced to the airstream. 
 

These chemicals can have a negative effect 
on the health of hospital patients and     
personnel.   
 
Energy Usage:   
A Meefog system uses only about 3% of the 
electrical energy that a compressed-air or    
ultrasonic atomizer uses and only 1%  of 
the energy consumed by a steam           
humidification system. In addition, in     
buildings with a high heat load, the cooling 
effect of evaporation lowers the load on the 
air conditioning system.
